CONCESSION STAND 

CLOSING INSTRUCTIONS

EQUIPMENT:

· Turn OFF fryer – two buttons on the front of the fryer 
· Turn OFF grill by turning knobs on the front of the grill to the left or ‘OFF’ 
· Turn OFF breakers marked “fryer” & “grill” in the back room by the water heater

· Turn OFF the hot dog warmer

· Turn OFF  (unplug) the Crock pots 

· Turn OFF (unplug) coffee/hot chocolate brewers
FOOD/DRINKS:

· Put any left over hot dogs, hamburger patties in ZIP LOCK bags and put into the refrigerator. Label the bag with today’s date!
· If there is cheese sauce or chili left in a can–put foil over it and put into the refrigerator

· If there is cheese sauce or chili left in the crock pots- take the crock pot liner out and put in a clear container with lid (make sure to twist or tie) and put into the refrigerator.  

· Throw away the tin pan that was used for the hamburgers 

· If there are chips left in the chip container– put them into a ZIP LOCK bag  or securely seal and put keep in the container-make sure lid is closed tight.
· Put ketchup in the refrigerator

· Put tops on the containers for the pickles and jalapenos and put into the refrigerator

· Restock the drinks so that they will be ready for the next night

· Clear Brewers per the instructions listed on the wall. 

CLEANING:

· WASH  pans from the fryer area, fryer baskets, and grill utensils with hot soapy water.
· Dish Washer:  Load everything else, and run before leaving. 
· WIPE DOWN ALL counter areas with Formula 409.  
· Clean Hotdog Warmer by spraying the rollers with Vinegar/Water solution and wipe off. Make sure to wash the pan below the rollers-which catches the grease. 
· Wipe Down the stainless steel table in the fryer area and all of the chrome areas behind the fryer/grill with either hot/soapy water or with the Vinegar/Water mixture labeled under the sink. Push out grill/fryer if needed to get the back of equipment. 
· DO NOT WIPE DOWN ANY FOOD SURFACES WITH 409
· Remove trash bags, tie up, and take to the dumpsters. 

· Put new trash bags in the trashcans and leave in the concession stand.

· Take floor mats outside and shake/sweep off.  Roll up and place them under the back cover.

· Sweep entire floor

· Mopping is the very last thing to be done.  
Board Member on Duty 
will take care of the money in the ticket box, making bank deposit, and is responsible for verifying that everything is done before leaving the park.
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
